Classical unemployment is also known as “real wage unemployment” or

“induced unemployment.” It's when wages are so high that employers can't hire
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all the available workers. 11 In other words, wages are higher than the laws of

supply and demand would normally dictate

Key terms

« Unemployment — This is a situation in an economy where there are people who
are willing and able to work but do not have a job.

o Unemployment rate — This measures the percentage of people in the labour
force (those who are able to work) who do not have jobs.

« Real wages — These are the wages taken home by workers after the impact of
inflation has been accounted for. Real wages represent the actual amount of
purchasing power a worker earns.

« Supply — The amount of a good or service offered for sale.

o Demand — The quantity of a good that people are willing to buy at a given

price.

% This type of unemployment. problem arises when the wages rise above the
equilibrium full employment level.

+» In such a situation the wages are not flexible downwards which will imply that
unemployment would persist for long.

Cyclical Unemployment
+» Cyclical.or demand deficient unemployment occurs when the economy is in
need of low workforce. The demand for labour increases with the economy in
the boom phase. Again, when the economy passed though recession, demand
for labour contracts and the surplus is released as the unemployment labour
force.

Employment in the 11" Five Year Plan
< In 11" Plan period, increase in labour force is expected to be 45 million.
