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Students

. A Code of Discipline for all students must be evolved by the government

and strictly enforced within legal bounds.

. Students should be prohibited from wearing any coloured wristbands,
rings, or forehead marks (Tilaka). They must also refrain from coming to
school on bicycles painted with reference to their caste or exhibiting any
caste-related sentiments. Failure to comply with these rules must result in
appropriate action being taken, in addition to advising their parents or

guardians.

. An orientation programme should be compulsorily given at the beginning
of every academic year for all 6th to 12th standard students, facilitated by

trained professionals and student educators.

. The State government and School Education Department should permit all
schools and colleges in Tamil Nadu to have student associations in every
institution, with leadership elected annually by allowing all students to vote

in those elections.
