Edward James Corbett, popularly known as
Jim Corbett was a British wild life
photographer, hunter, tracker, naturalist, and
writer. He has hunted a number of man-
eating tigers and leopards in India. He had a
lot of experience with tigers and other wild
animals to shoot with his cine film camera.
Corbett always preferred to hunt alone and
on foot. He often hunted with Robin, his
dog. Though he was an expert hunter, he
admired wild life. He did not like to kill wild
animals for pleasure or sport. But he did not
hesitate to Kkill man-eating tigers or
leopards. He hunted these animals only to
help people and only at the request of the
Government. He took no joy from the Kkill.
He often said that not against the law of
nature, but against the laws of human.”
